Answers: 1. F; many different breeds can be search-and-rescue dogs including Golden Retrievers, Saint Bernards, Belgian Malinois, Border Collies, and Labrador Retrievers. 
2. F; Most dogs begin training when they are one year old or younger. 3. T; Search-and-rescue dogs have helped with disaster relief in Japan and Haiti. 4. F; Although search-
and-rescue work is often too dangerous for children, any adult who is interested and meets the certification requirements can volunteer. 5. T; In order to be certified for water 
rescue, dogs are required to be able to swim four miles in the open ocean. 6. F; Rescue dogs on can spend up to two years training for certification. 7. F; Dogs primarily use 
their sense of smell to find people. 8. T; A dog may bark or use body language to alert their handlers that they have found someone. 9. T; Handlers must be in good physical 
shape to keep up with their dogs. They also must know some basic first aid as well as be able to navigate the wilderness and follow maps. 10. T; If a puppy is focused in his 
play, it can be an indicator that he will be focused in his work and make a good search-and-rescue dog. 11. F; Saint Bernards with their heavy coats are better suited to cold 
climates and working in the snow. F; It is important that puppies chosen to become search-and-rescue dogs also be obedient and able to follow commands
